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The work of professionals is being transformed by the same technological and market changes that are overturning other traditional industries.
Successful business education in the coming decades will need to focus not only in traditional areas like strategy and finance, but should also
prepare students to be comfortable working in cross-disciplinary, global teams and solving problems that involve design, data, and deep
understanding of context.
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Observing academia from afar, I’ ve said that business schools are failing to produce people that can truly disrupt the status quo.

But rather than simply criticize, I would like to conduct a type of thought exercise with you. What if I, a lifelong IT entrepreneur
and business school skeptic, were put in charge of a business school? What would I do?
